A man takes precedence over a
woman when it comes to
saving a life or restoring
something lost, but a woman
takes precedence with regard
to the provision of clothes and
redemption  from captivity.
When both are in a situation
of degradation, a man takes
precedence over a woman.

A priest takes precedence
over a Levite, a Levite over an
Israelite, an Israelite over a
mamzer, and a mamzer over a
natin, a natin over a convert,
and a convert over an eman-
cipated [Canaanite] slave. This
order of precedence applies
only when all these are equal
in all respects; but if the
mamzer were a scholar and the
High Priest were an
ignoramus, the learned
mamzer takes precedence over
the ignorant High Priest.
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
